Palm Sunday 24th March 2024 - A Red Letter Day for our Parishes!
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Here is an important reminder – At 2.30pm on Palm Sunday 24th March 2024 in Stainton Church the Revd Vanessa Kirby will be licensed as our Pioneer Priest, working across all three Parishes. Vanessa’s main role will be to work alongside our Vicar, the Revd Laura Wild, with a particular focus on reaching those people of all ages for whom traditional models of church have not proved accessible, especially within the areas of new housing in Brookfield and Stainton.  
The service will be led by our Bishop of Whitby, the Rt Revd Paul Ferguson, assisted by our Archdeacon of Cleveland, the Ven Dr Amanda Bloor, our Stokesley Area Dean, Revd Tessa Stephens, and our Vicar, the Revd Laura Wild. The service will be followed with refreshments, served in the Stainton Memorial Hall (located in the centre of Stainton Village, just opposite “The Stainton” pub) when there will be an opportunity to meet Vanessa. 
We extend a very warm welcome to all to attend this special service at which Vanessa will begin her work with us. The Churchwardens are expecting a large number of guests at the service so it would be a good idea to arrive early to ensure you get a seat!
